Child Protection / Substance Use Disorders Liaisons Required Services: 
 
1. Intervention Services: The goals of the Intervention Services are (1) to engage parents while 

they are waiting for a substance abuse treatment slot and assure that they enter treatment 
and (2) to improve the readiness for treatment.  Child safety, child wellbeing and family 
wellbeing will be improved by the parent’s successful substance abuse treatment.  A major 
goal will be to maintain the child safely in the home (avoid out-of-home placement) or if out-
of-home placement occurs to return the child successfully to the home. 
 

2. Intensive In-Home Services:  Services delivered in the home of the recipient. 
 
3. Attendance at Family Decision Making Meetings:  Participation by the substance abuse 

professional, at the request of CFS, in Family Decision Making Meetings. 
 

4. Communication with CASA or Guardian ad Litem:  Face to face, written and/or verbal 
consultations with family advocates. 
 

5. Attendance at Case Staffing and Reviews:  Attendance by a representative of the Contractor 
at CFS staffing and reviews of identified client participants. 
 

6. Twelve Month Permanency Planning Hearing:  Attendance and professional participation in 
twelve-month permanency planning hearings for identified client participants. 
 

7. Court Related Activities:  Contractor provides written or verbal testimony regarding identified 
client participants in child protection, termination of parental rights cases and adoptions 
proceedings. 
 

8. Referral:  The substance abuse professional shall engage in joint decision making with the 
designated CFS Case Manager to make and complete referrals. 
 

9. Case Consultation:  Provision of substance abuse expertise by the CONTRACTOR to CFS 
staff on an as needed basis.  For example:  case planning, to include planning for 
therapeutic use of urinalysis. 
 

10. Training:  Provision of substance abuse related training by the CONTRACTOR for CFS staff. 
 

11. Travel:  As necessary to complete job related activities. 
 

12. Information Contact:  For local community referral sources, doctors and community 
members. 
 

13. Administrative/Planning Services: 
a. Activities directed at organizing, developing and arranging when addressing system 

issues rather than case specific issues; and, 
b. Time used to document, case manage and plan time and other events. 
c. Only 15% of the CP/SUD Liaison’s time can be applied each week to 

Administrative/Planning Services. 
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
